-EXHIBITOR RULES AND REGULATIONS-


CATERING BY WAL-TAM’S BRIDAL SHOW AGREES TO:
1. Conduct the Bridal Show on February 25, 2012 at Holy Spirit Party Center from Noon to 3 PM.

2. Abide by our Rain or Shine Policy.  In the event of severe weather conditions, the show will not be cancelled. Vendor’s booth payments will not be refunded.

3. Provide the exhibitor with the booth package for which he/she pays for..  

4. Provide each paid exhibitor with a complete listing of all registered brides-to-be attending the show. The compiled list will be sent shortly after the show.  

5. Include normal janitorial service, heating, air conditioning, and/or ventilation, normal utility and lighting services. 
6. Provide ample time for set-up and teardown of booths.  
7. Provide complimentary refreshments for exhibitors’ move-in on show day.

9.   Catering By Wal-Tam’s reserves the right to refuse any vendor for any reason.

10. Management retains the right to change the location of the exhibitor’s booth at any time at its sole discretion.  

EACH EXHIBITOR AGREES TO:

1. One company per booth.  One company will utilize the exhibitor space. If multiple representatives of the same company wish to share the booth space, this will be permitted.  However, please notify show management prior to the show date. The exception to this is when two companies are owned by the same individual.  

2. Exhibitors will not display items from any other business nor distribute any other business’ materials at the show, without Catering By Wal-Tams permission.

3. Exhibitors will have the booth(s) manned during all show hours: Noon. until 4:00 P.M.

4. Exhibitors will not dismantle or breakdown booths until 4.00 P.M.

5. Exhibitors will set-up booths between 8:00 AM and 11:00 A.M. on the day of the show.

6. Exhibitor agrees to completely remove booth(s) from show site by the final move-out time limit, which is 4:00P.M., or be subject to penalty fees.

7. Provide a gift certificate or merchandise with a minimum value of $30.00 to be given away.  Each exhibitor will be responsible for providing Wal-Tam’s Catering Bridal Show with the information regarding the donated prize.  Winners will be drawn from the main registration raffle bin and staff will notify exhibitors of who their winner is.  

8. Decorate the designated booth space with appropriate items and materials of interest that are related to the products or service sold by the exhibitor.  

9. Exhibitors must not interfere with the neighboring booth’s visibility or infringe on their area. Display of wares must be kept within the confines of the contracted exhibit space
10. Exhibitors shall exclusively use the given list of registered brides.  Exhibitors will not lend-out, sell, barter or allow any unauthorized usage, or permit any reproduction thereof.  Exhibitors who violate this policy and misuse the list will be banned from participating in future shows and subject to penalty fees. 

11. Insure yourself against any claims resulting from the exhibits. Catering By Wal-Tam’s and Catering By Wal-Tam’s Bridal Show and Holy Spirit Party Center will not be responsible for any personal injury, damage or loss to exhibits by fire, theft, pilferage, malicious action or accidents. 
12. The exhibitor is entirely responsible for the exhibit space allotted and shall be liable for any loss or damage to the premises and for any loss or damage to any equipment. 
13. The exhibitor assumes all risks and responsibilities for accidents, injuries or damages to person or property and agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Catering By Wal-Tam’s and Catering By Wal-Tam’s Bridal Show and Holy Spirit Party Center and their managers, board members, show sponsors, and employees, against any and all claims, liabilities, losses, costs and expenses (including attorney’s fees) arising from or in connection with the exhibitor’s participation in the show or from exhibitor's activities conducted upon Holy Spirit Party Center property.  
14. Exhibitors will comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act.  AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT: Exhibitor will ensure that its exhibit and product/service information comply with the regulations and guidelines of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).  The ADA requires that exhibits be accessible by persons with disabilities.  While Holy Spirit Center is responsible for ensuring accessibility for the general trade show areas, the exhibitor is responsible for controlling its booth.  
15. Understand No alcohol will be permitted. However, sample size portions of food/drink are permitted.

16. Understand that we will not allow open flame in the building.  Open flame candles are to be approved by Catering by Wal-Tams. 

17. Loudspeakers, radios, television sets, or the operation of any machinery or equipment, which is of sufficient volume to be annoying to neighboring exhibitors, will not be permitted.

18. Prior to the show, exhibitors must make payment with cash, check or money order.  Make checks payable to Catering By Wal-Tam’s.  On show day, exhibitors that have not paid will not be allowed entry into the show.

19. Understand and agree that this contract is firm with a non-refundable payment.
